 EC-Start: 800 m 
 Finish-EC: 800 m 
 Map: 1:15,000 / 5m  
 A4 all categories 
 
Middle (23/4): First start: 13:00 
 EC-Start: 3900 m (no marking, route map provided) 
 Finish-EC: 3600 m 
 Maps: 1:15,000 / 5m 
 A4: M 14, 17, 70, W 14, 17, 20, 35-, Open A,B, Family 
 345 x 305: for all other categories 
 
 Readout at the EC. Please proceed with no delay! 
 Maps are collected at the Finish until the last start. 
  
Long (24/4): First start: 10:00  
 EC-Start: 2000 m (no marking, route map provided) 
 Maps: 1:15,000 / 5m 
 A4: MW14, Family 
 A3 straight North: M70, W 17, 21B, 50, 60, Open B 
 A3 slanted North: all other categories 
 A3 slanted North + 2x A4 straight North: for MW21  
 
Slanted North: North is slanted 30 degrees to right on maps noted above.  
 
Map exchange: Only for M/W21 Long 
 3 maps given at start: A3 and 2x A4 
 1st: A3 slanted North – Make sure to start to Control 1 (!!) 
 2nd: A4 straight North 
 3rd: A4 straight North 
 4th: A3 slanted North (the same as the first map!) 
 Do not throw away your first map if you want to finish! 
 
Map print: Maps are printed on pretex waterproof paper.  
 
Control equipment: SI Air boxes (1.5 m range) 
 Only SIAC chips work with the boxes. 
 SIAC battery test is available in the Event Centre. 
  

Please do not touch the boxes during the competition! 
 

GPS:  Approximately 50% of the elite riders receive GPS trackers. 
 Please check the start list for names. 
 The units will be handed out at the Start.
