Hungarian Open Team Championships (Day 1) 
 4-runner teams in M21E  

3-runner teams in classes: W 21E, M/W 20E, 18E, 16E, 14E  
3-runner masters teams in classes M 105A, 125A, 145A, 165A, 185A, 205A and W105A, 125A, 150A, where the 
respective figures mean the required minimum of summed ages, while nobody may be younger than 35. There are no 
other age restrictions (i.e. an M185 team may include, e.g., a 40 year old man, supposing the age sum is 185 or more). 
All team members run different courses. The summed time results give the team result. 

 
Hungarian Open Club-Relay Championships (Day 2) 

Men (5 runners: M21-20-18-16-14) and Women (5 runners: W21-20-18-16-14) 
Masters (4 runners) M 170 (M35-40-45-50),  
Masters (3 runners) M 185 (M55-60-65), W 120 (W35-40-45), W150 (W45-50-55) 
Age rules as above. The choice of course sequence is free in all classes, but two teams of the same club must not choose 
the same individual class in a sequence. 

 
Both days only teams with members of the same club will be evaluated (no mixed teams allowed).

Important: The SPORTident electronic punching system will be used. Chips can be rented on the spot (200 HUF/day), 
leaving a deposit of 10 000 HUF. If you are intending to use your own chip, please inform the organisers of its 
registration number. 

 
Entry fee: MW14-18 1900 HUF/day/person (appr. 7 Euro), all other categories 2200 HUF/day/person (appr. 8 Euro).  100 

HUF discount will be applied to all entry fees of the Team Championships if name and course data are provided by 
22:00 20th October 2011 and not modified afterwards. Please send name and course data to nevezes@tipotke.hu or 
entry@tipotke.hu e-mail address. 

Accommodation: 3900 HUF/night/person in two-four bed rooms with shower or bath at the event centre, 2400 HUF/night in 
students’ hostel in Mátrafüred (4 bed rooms), 700 HUF/night in gymnasium using own equipment. Deadline for ordering 
accommodation is also 3rd October 2011. (1 Euro is appr. 270 HUF) 

 
Planned first starts: Day 1: 11:00,  Day 2: 10:00. 
 
Prizes: First 3 of all classes will be awarded. Winners of the Men and Women relays of the Club Relay Championships will 

also win the Egererdő Cups. 
 
Terrain, Map 
Terrain: Typical terrain of the Mátra mountains (300-700 m asl) with good runability, steep valleys and hillsides. Some parts 
with significant elevation difference, detailed morphology and stone fields, rocks. Part of the area is undergoing intensive 
forestry with new clearances. Undergrow vegetation may affect runability in these areas. 
Map: According to IOF norms, mapped between 2008 and 2011. 1:15 000 and 1:10 000 scale with 5 m contour interval. 
Recommended training area: Tipo Cup 2011: Asztag-kő (map can be ordered from info@tipotke.hu) 
Forbidden Area: All orienteering activity is forbidden in the Gyöngyöspata – Gyöngyöstarján – Gyöngyösoroszi – –Károlytáró 
- Mátrakeresztes area.
