On day 1, categories M/W 16, 18, 20, 21, 35 and M20B will have a common so called “King leg”, the fastest 
man and woman on this leg will receive a cash prize of 10 000 – 10 000 HUF. In order to participate in the 
“King leg” race, runners need to have a result of less than 130% compared to the category winner on the whole 
course.

There will be a short labyrinth course available for all competitors in the finish area, with 3-3 courses 
each day. Overall results will be announced based on the 2 days (6 courses) combined result.

• SPORTident electronic punching system (SI) is to be used, competitors who don’t have a card, can rent 
one for 300 Ft/day; 

• Maps are printed on water resistant paper; 
• Control descriptions will printed on the map, extra copies will be available at the start; 
• There will a refreshing point on Day 1 for categories M21A, M20A, M35A, M21B, W21A, M18B, 

W16B, W35A (at 56% of the course); M16B, M40 (at 44%); W18B (at 46%);  
• Hot tea awaits every finisher; 
• In the finish area there is kindergarden; 
• There will be buffet (with warm food) in the finish area; 
• Our bilingual speaker Árpi Kocsik will keep everyone up-to-date;
